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Networkers’ Letter

Dear Friends,

The New Year is an event that hap-
pens when a culture celebrates the end
of one year and the beginning of the
next. Cultures that measure yearly cal-
endars all have New Year celebrations.

In the United States, cultural images
include old Father Time leaving, with a
sash proclaiming the old year, as an in-
fant enters with a sash proclaiming the
New Year.

In Scotland, there are many special
customs associated with the New Year.
Hogmanay is the celebration of the New
Year in the Scottish manner. Its official
date is the 31st of December. However
this is normally only the start of a cel-
ebration that lasts through the night until
the morning of the 1st or, in many cases,
the 2nd of January.

In the Netherlands and some other
European countries, the New Year is
greeted with massive private fireworks.
The custom may have been imported by
Chinese immigrants in the early twenti-
eth century. In some countries this day
is also the occasion to make bonfires of
discarded Christmas trees.

Rosh Hashanah is the Jewish spiri-
tual New Year, which is a celebration that
occurs 163 days before Pesach (Pass-
over). In the Gregorian calendar at
present, Rosh Hashanah cannot occur
before September 5, as it occurred in
1899, until the year 2013.

In the Middle Ages, the Roman
Catholic church started its ecclesiasti-
cal year on a principal Christian feast,
like Easter or Christmas. This was fol-
lowed by many European administra-
tions. Since the seventeenth century, the
Catholic ecclesiastical year has started
on the first day of Advent.

In England the New Year did not le-
gally change from the 25th of March to
the 1st of January until 1752, although
for a long time before this it was com-

mon practice to treat the 1st of January as
the start of the year.

The Chinese New Year is generally cel-
ebrated with firecrackers, and in some
places with a parade. It falls at a new moon
during the Chinese winter, at the end of
January or the beginning of February. In
2004 the Chinese New Year begins January
22nd —the Year of the Monkey. The Viet-
namese celebrate the New Year on the same
day as the Chinese.

The Thai New Year is celebrated from
April 13 to April 15. However, some say
this has changed and Thailand now cel-
ebrates the New Year on January 1st.

In the esoteric tradition most spiritual
students celebrate the New Year in two
fashions: a) according to the tradition of
their native country and b) Wesak. Wesak
will occur on May 4, 2004. It is celebrated
as a time of transformation and opportu-
nity to create new or expanded fields of
service. It is a time to gather together with
coworkers in solemn celebration and group
meditation to be of use to the Hierarchy for
world service. It is a seven-day period in
which spiritual illumination can be possible,
where seeds of great beauty, truth, and
goodness start to bloom within our hearts.

In closing, I would like to say to each of
you how grateful I am for the support you
have given to the group during 2003—to
our financial needs, energy needs and cre-
ative needs. As our group work continues
to expand, I recognize this expansion is
possible because of your own individual
striving and expansion of consciousness,
through your individual dedication to the
group work, and love of Christ and Hierar-
chy. May your new year be blessed with
health, prosperity and joy.

“Learn to apply all your best efforts, and
in this labor, accept Our greetings. Welcome
to all seekers of the Common Good.”

To apply one’s best efforts means “to give
itall you’ve got,” to not do anything halfheart-
edly, to practice living the Teaching, and if one
chooses to accept a task, to strive to do it with
all three bodies working as a cooperative unit.
Behind the putting forth of one’s best efforts,
there has to be a sense of vision, heart, perse-
verance, one-pointedness, striving to purify,
and the ability to sacrifice—all energized by
the five principles of Beauty, Goodness, Truth,
Joy, and Freedom. It begins with right thoughts,
which then beget right action. Impediments to
putting forth one’s best efforts are lack of inte-
gration, thoughtlessness, and negative polar-
ization. How can we learn to apply the Teach-
ing? Visualize the good, have no expectations,
and try to detach from our lower self and from
our reaction to others’ personalities. The chal-
lenge is to go from just talking about making
changes to making real efforts to change one’s
thoughts and emotions, to be positive, to prac-
tice the virtues, to try and be healthy.

Best efforts entail right motives. If labor is
engaged in, and there is selfish motive, which
is backed by a glamor, then how can one really
put forth one’s best effort? Think of a group of
people coming together to create something
beautiful, and each one brings with him or her
a beautiful color and a rainbow is created. But
one who comes with a muddy hue prevents
harmony from being achieved. One’s preoccu-
pation with one’s self-importance places im-
pediments on the group. The best labor is the
labor devoid of ego.

Aspiring disciples must with one foot take
a step forward to transform their nature and
with the other foot work for the Group. In this
way balance is achieved. To work without
transformation is disastrous to the Group work;
to work only on oneself and not serve is en-
ergy suicide. In striving and labor, we become
a part of the Brotherhood, and in our service,
we are recognized by Them.

In wanting the Common Good, a life that is
optimum for all, we have to create a world that

is not based on pain and suffering.
People should not engage in professions
that create suffering for human beings
or for the beings in other kingdoms. With
education, the knowledge of karma, and
the understanding of synthesis, we can
create a new future. This is why the new
education is paramount.

To seek means to look for the Com-
mon Good, to recognize the Common
Good, to work for the Common Good.
We need to recognize the labor of
groups and individuals who are serv-
ing the Common Good. This brings to
the individual and the Group a sense
of hope and a feeling of global
interconnectedness. To seek means to
see in ourselves and others that
which is beautiful, good, free, joyful,
true; it means to work for the whole,
for one humanity, in all our endeav-
ors. The Common Good is a universal
good, the good in all. Searchers,
wayshowers, who seek the good in
all, recognize the good in all, work for
the good in all, bless and protect the
good in all.

“Family, clan, country, union of na-
tions—each unit strives toward peace,
toward betterment of life. Each unit of
cooperation and communal life needs
perfecting. No one can fix the limits of
evolution.”

We are never a separate entity. We
are always a part of a group whether we
realize it or not. It’s just that whatever
we are faced with daily—family, cowork-
ers, business associates—that is where
our focus is.

Peace is freedom from the torment of
the personality life. Peace is freedom
from poverty; injustice; pain and suf-
fering; hunger; imprisonment; torture;
the lack of freedom to create, to express,
to learn.

No one enjoys living in chaos, Even
those who choose chaos, I believe, are

searching for peace, happiness, and health.
Even if leaders of a country are mad, the popu-
lace itself yearns for peace and a better life, a
life without chaos and fear. Everyone wants
to live a happy, healthy, successful life, but
the only way for this to occur is if living the
virtues is given top priority worldwide. For all
to live a better life, all must expand their con-
sciousness. As long as the vices, illusions
and glamors make decisions for humanity,
there cannot be collective betterment. We
need leaders throughout the world who can
be effective in educating the populace on liv-
ing true values, on global responsibility and
honest communication. For the wealthy there
needs to be a re-education to come to the
realization to live more simply so that others
may live.

Each unit wants to cooperate but it comes
with internal and external impediments to co-
operation. Each unit wants to be healthy,
happy, successful, and prosperous but is of-
ten driven by wrong or selfish motives. All
units, all forms, are imperfect and are here on
Earth to work on perfecting themselves. To
not want to cooperate goes against our di-
vine archetype; the key to growth is to dis-
cover why.

Father Time
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Cooperation has the qualities of: self-for-
getfulness; respect—respect for who each
person is in their heart of hearts and in their
striving; tolerance and patience, which means
to work beyond the personal, to stay focused
on the vision, to have understanding; and cre-
ativity—because when we are linked through
our heart and are able to get our personality
trash out of the way, we enable the energies
of creativity to flow through us. Something
magnificent cannot be built with inferior ma-
terials. Likewise the Will of God can only be
progressively manifested as the units that
progress perfect themselves.

We war against others daily with our wrong
thoughts, ill will, and wrong actions. To cre-
ate peace, we must on any level engage in:

Cessation of aggressions

Cessation of selfish ambition

Shared responsibility

Recognition of common aims
Recognition of outer and inner influences

Perhaps perfection is becoming all that you
can be at whatever level you are on, so that
no matter the level, there is a greater level to
attain. At the level of an aspiring disciple, it
begins with purifying the lower nature. Per-
fection is the striving toward greater beauty,
purer expression, greater beingness. If I could
picture it, it would be finite, but I cannot be-
cause it is an infinite attainment. I can only
understand it as an urge to be better in all
aspects and to become one with all.

Evolution is relative in that things may
change without evolving. I believe that evo-
lution means to progress, but we don’t always
do this. Everyone’s evolution depends on
everyone else’s evolution. We move forward
and the Hierarchy moves forward. No one can
say this is it, the ultimate truth, or this is as far
as I can go. Even if humanity destroys itself,
life will continue. The indestructible flame of
life will again impregnate the substance of
space and the process of evolution will con-
tinue.

“Depression is the enemy of improvement.
There can be no constructive building in
doubt. There will be no learning under fear.
Observation is a step toward justice. Selfhood
is betrayal of self-renunciation. Without
achievement there is no path.”

There is an age-long battle between the
forces of evolution and involution. When
in depression, doubt, and fear, darkness ob-
scures the light. The person plunges him-
self into the world of his lower nature and
opens himselfup to dark influences that feed
into his depression, fear, and doubt. A vi-
sion or a goal may exist but cannot be mani-
fested or achieved if inertia and chaos set
in.

Doubt is a self-fulfilling prophesy. It re-
veals negativity, lack of trust, lack of faith,
and concrete-mindedness. Aspiring dis-
ciples build forms, relationships and strive
to build the Antahkarana Bridge, but if doubt
is there or is allowed to take root, nothing
will be completed, accomplished or healthy.
Fear shuts down the mind and all high in-
spiration that would aid a spiritual student
in reaching a true understanding.

God is absolute righteousness, so jus-
tice is the working out of karma and the re-
balancing of life. We must learn to see for
ourselves what we have created, and take
responsibility for that which we have cre-
ated. Without observation, we remain blind
to the happenings of our life. The bad that
we do comes back to us, but if we do not
see the cause and effects, we will only see
injustice.

Selthood crowns the ego as king and it
reigns over a very tiny, walled-in kingdom.
How to know the difference between our
real Self and false self? The false self wants.
The real Self gives and is automatically re-
plenished with the energy of spirit. The false
self is fed but is never satisfied. The real
Self is fed and glorified because it asks for
naught. Only through the process of self-
renunciation can we transform our nature.
Selthood is an unreal condition. Without
striving toward achievement, there is no next
anything, and next is the path. Each one
must create the path upward upon which he
or she walks. Self-renunciation means to find
one’s real Self.

We read but we only learn through expe-
rience. We study but we gather the essence
only by it becoming real for us. Without
achievement and striving toward an achieve-
ment, we are standing still. Say our goal is

the Third Initiation. How can it be reached
without gradient achievement? Let us say
that a person wants to become more lov-
ing. He becomes 10% more—that is an
achievement, but the next goal is to be-
come 20% more loving. The person sees
the next step, and the next step ahead is
the Path. The lower kingdoms change un-
consciously through the forces of evolu-
tion. Man achieves only as he changes
himself for the better. For example that an
individual travels around the world in a hot
air balloon. This can be seen as an accom-
plishment, but what it took to make the jour-
ney—overcoming the physical, emotional,
and mental difficulties—that is an achieve-
ment.

If we could only see what we are in our
essence instead of identifying with the
lower self. But we can only build that bridge
through renunciation, by having faith, and
by seeing all those things that prevent our
progress: doubt, fear, depression, ego, self-
centeredness. These are what take us in
the wrong direction.

“Cooperation must be based upon
sound rules. This teaches orderliness, that
is it helps the acquirement of rhythm. Thus
even in daily work are expressed the great
Laws of the Universe. It is especially
needed to become accustomed from child-
hood to continuous labor. Let the better
evolution be built upon labor as the mea-
sure of value.”

Cooperation is an agreement to work
together toward a goal or vision in a state
of harmony. A sound rule is based on logic,
reasoning, common sense, and behind that,
a higher Principle. An arbitrary or unsound
rule is only based on lower-self motives
and will not cause cooperation but rejec-
tion. Rules must make sense. They should
not be arbitrary or nonsensical or based
on separatism. Rules that do not enhance
cooperation create rejection and battle. Co-
operation sees the future, so rules must be
kept up-to-date as well as be goal-fitting.

Orderliness has behind it a plan. It is
not arbitrary, whereas obsessive/compul-
sive behavior is mechanical/personality
based and is not the outgrowth of a sound
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plan. Cooperation is teamwork, but
each team member has his or her
own job to do. It is not everyone
doing everyone else’s job. This is
a type of orderliness. Orderliness
must also have right timing. I think
of how each planet in the solar sys-
tem has its job to do and how it
steers clear of other planets. I think
of the notes that make up a song—
each note has its part to play, and
when played at the right time, they
create the whole symphony. Thus
orderliness is each note doing its
rightful job. Together, in order, the
notes create rthythm and synthe-
sis.

We are not separate from the

Laws of the Universe. We live

within an ocean of Laws, which impact upon
us continuously. So we either cooperate with
them or we do not. We create good or bad
karma, we react or respond, we go with or
against the flow of evolution. The key is to
become aware of this throughout our days.
Cause and effect teach us about the Laws.
Laws make the world run according to the
Plan of God. The Laws set the boundary lines
and they must be obeyed and fulfilled. The
Law of Love, for example, brings unity; the
Law of Light brings illumination, and the Law
of Willpower makes God’s will to be mani-
fested on Earth. In our everyday life we do
things that are self-destructive because of
the patterns we have created within our bod-
ies, but eventually we will conquer these
patterns. When we strive each day, we are
working within the system of Laws; when
we do not, we are fighting against them.

Labor is the striving to transform our-
selves and others. If all could realize this, it
would transform the actions that people take
in this world as well as the labor they do. If
children could learn this, they would see that
no effort is pointless or valueless. Evolution
is unconscious progress. Better evolution
is conscious labor to evolve. We should not
measure our days in money but see labor as
the transformation into gold. Labor is the
work to manifest the vision, and within our
labor, there must be striving.

“And another absolute condition must
be fulfilled. Labor must be voluntary. Coop-
eration must be voluntary. Community must
be voluntary. Labor must not be enslaved
by force. The condition of voluntary agree-
ment must be laid into the foundation of ad-
vancement. No one may bring dissolution
into the new house. Workers, builders, cre-
ators, can be likened to high-soaring eagles.
Only in broad flight does the dust and rub-
bish of decay fall away.”

I believe that labor leads to loving labor;
that in the beginning, the untransformed per-
sonality will fight the urge to cooperate, to
unify, and to engage in Group labor, because
it does not want to give itself over to the
work. As more and more labor is engaged in,
the personality will either give way to the
Soul or the personality will labor for the
wrong reasons, seeing the labor as a way to
create a new power base, as a way to build
its sense of self-importance.

There is no cooperation unless it is born
from within. A person may cooperate physi-
cally, but if not emotionally, mentally, or spiri-
tually, there is no real cooperation and the
work will suffer; it will not be lasting, inte-
grated, and inspiring. Enforced cooperation
creates instant rejection.

No one should force another to labor. Such
forcing can be done through the manipula-
tion of guilt or fear. Anything done for the

wrong reason through the use of
force will eventually be rejected. No
one must be coerced into doing
anything. Soul energy, psychic
energy, flows through our mecha-
nism when we make the choice.
Choice creates an urge toward co-
operation.

In thinking about the word “vol-
untary,” I think of how so much is
imposed on the unfolding human
soul through post-hypnotic sug-
gestions, glamors, and illusions, so
that when we take a step that is
voluntary, it really isn’t.

Cooperation is an urge from the
Soul that is infused with enthusi-
asm. The unfolding human soul
may agree to cooperate and cause an inner
battle to rage, but there will be no outside
blame, no anger, hatred, karma being spewed
because “I was made to” or “I had to and
look what happened.”

What is the new house? It is our lighted
house, our house of spirit, which must be
protected from ridicule and doubt.

All levels of discipleship begin with the
workers laboring for a vision. The builders
have the plan and they supervise the work-
ers (such as committee heads do). The cre-
ator holds the vision and manifests it in
higher matter. The creator is both a worker
and a supervisor, and engages in all levels
of the work.

We cannot get away from our personal-
ity trash by wallowing in it or by pretending
that it is not there. Only by striving, medita-
tion, service, and study is the dross burned
away or left behind. It is certainly too heavy
for higher flights. Broad flight is limitless
vision, limitless growth and creativity. An
eagle has keen vision and can see the depths
and many vistas, as well as faraway, unim-
peded horizons. He is strong, fearless, a
master of life.
